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ACTIVITIES IN THE AREA

The Ivanhoe Mining District is well known for its mercury deposits which extend over
an area of about four townships. this area has also became an exploration target for uranium
and gold deposit since 1979. Both uranium and gold mineralization is wide spread in the
District. U S X Corporation (formerly U. S. Steel Corporation) explored a gold deposit about
2 miles southeast of the Ivanhoe Bentonite Deposit that contains some 400,000 ounces of
contained gold. Other companies exploring for gold in the District include Kennecott

. 'I'he bentonite occurs in flat sage brush covered terrain within a c
ld caldera. This area

is surrounded with hills that are the slopes of the caldera. The bentonite is
e?xposed as weathered outcrops in dry washes within the caldera, but the most impressive shos
ings are in bulldozer and backhoe trenches at the south end of the caldera and in a big outcro
> on the north side of Ivanhoe Creek. The bulldozer trenches are now badly sloughed and it is
impossible to see the full thickness of the bentonite bed. The trenches were originally ab
ut 20 feet deep and bottomed in bentonite. Drill holes in this area were drilled to a deptt
of 75 feet and were bottomed in high quality bentonite. Bentonite from the largest of the tr
nches was stockpiled near the trench, and about 500 tons of bentonite was shipped to Golco
da in standard semi- bottom dump highway trucks during 2980 for use by Minerals Unlimited,
Elc' A small stockpile of bentonite still remains near the east end of the trench from which it ¢
